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As part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, the U.S. Department of

Energy is providing funding to states and territories to support consumer rebate programs

for ENERGY STAR qualified appliances. Under these programs, consumers can receive rebates
to purchase energy-efficient appliances when they replace used appliances. Eligibility guidelines,
covered products, and rebate amounts differ by state, so consumers should review program
requirements carefully.

ELIGIBILITY

Consumer must be a Tennesse resident. Air-source heat pumps and central air conditioners installed only

in Tennessee residential sites will be eligible for rebate. Customers participating in the TVA Energy Right
programs will have declared financial and residential requirements subject to the loan protocols of those
programs. Customers under those programs have 90 days to complete the recommended work. Rebates will
be limited to one per product per address.
